Normalisation

Finally, there is the question of normalisation/regularisation. Onecan usethe <r eg>
element to giveregularised formsof variant or archaic spellings, or the <or i g>
element to indicate that aspelling isarchaic or non-standard.

In the poem ‘The Old Woman’ therewere two non-standard forms, heretagged using
the <or i g> element:

<l >Ther e was an Ol d Woman, </ l >
<l ><or i g>Li v ' d</ or i g> under a hi l l , </ l >
<l >And i f she <or i g>' i nt </ or i g> gone, </ l >
<l >She l i ves t her e st i l l . </ l >

Onecould also regularise them and tag them with <r eg>, or useboth elements,
grouped within <choi ce> tags:

<l >Ther e was an Ol d Woman, </ l >
<l ><choi ce><or i g>Li v ' d</ or i g><r eg>Li ved</ r eg></ choi ce>
under a hi l l , </ l >
<l >And i f she <choi ce><or i g>' i nt </ or i g><r eg>i sn' t </ r eg></
choi ce> gone, </ l >
<l >She l i ves t her e st i l l . </ l >
